HE Rev. Dr. Sutherland, General Secretary of the

~ Methodist Missionary Society, left Toronto on
the 6th of July for British Columbia. He will pro-
ceed as far north as Fort Simpson, and hopes to be
able to make a thorough inspection of all our Missions
on the Pacific Coast. He is accompanied by ex-
Alderman John T. Moore, who may be expected to
render important service to the Church in various
ways during the trip. It is the intention of Dr.
Sutherland and his travelling companion, who have

under $180,000. This, in view of all the circumstances,
cannot but be regarded as matter of devout thankful-
ness to God. The year has been more than ordinarily
trying to business men. Almost all branches of trade
have been in a more or less depressed condition. The
complaint of hard times, which is so frequently heard,
has had more reason, probably, than at any former
period during the last six years. And yetin this year
of comparative financial stringency none of the funds
of the Church have been allowed to suffer. There has
been no falling off in the contributions of the people
for benevolent purposes. In no former year since the
introduction of Methodism into this country have the

AN extraordina.m‘fj;’degree of success has thus far at-
tended the Woman’s Missionary Society of the Meth-
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odist Church. Though the Society is in its infancy,
its income for the year just closed has reached the very
ereditable sum of $6,421, all of which has been econom-
ically and judiciously expended. The Girls’ School
which was opened last autumn at Tokio, Japan, under
the auspicies of this Society has already met with such
a measure of success as to render the enlargement of
the building imperative. An outlay of at least $2,000
will be required at once to provide for the girls seek-
ing admission to the school. This sum these Christian
ladies hope to raise as a special contribution,so that
the regular income may be kept intact. The encour-
agement which they have aleady received, we under-
stand, warrants the expectation that this hope will be
realized.

‘TeE Woman’s Missionary day, at the Grimsby Camp
August the 13th, promises to be an occasion of great
interest. At 10.30, a.m., there will be a devotional
meeting of a missionary character. At 230 p.m,

there will be a platform meeting, which will be ad-

dressed by Mrs. W. S. Blackstock, of Toronto, and
Mrs. Dr. Osborn, of Niagara Falls, late missionary to
India. - And in the evening the Rev. Charles S. Eby
will give an address on the work of God in Japan,
Facilities for travel, both railroad and steamboat, will
place the grounds within easy reach of all who may
wish to attend. The ladies request—and we are sure
that their request will not be denied—that August
13th may not be forgotten by their friends who are
making arrangements for their summer outings.

Crosby was away from home, attending
to his missionary work, and knew nothing of the
shadow which had fallen upon his-household until the
little ones had been laid away in their graves. But
